b. If you would like to import goods not covered in the relevant determination, a valid import permit issued by the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry is required.

An import permit may be obtained by submitting an import permit application to the department (use the "Apply Now' button at the bomom of this page).

c. In addition to the conditions for the goods being imported, non-commedity concerns must be a sed including container cleanliness, packaging and destination concerns, and may be subject to inspection and

treatment on arrival. Please refer to the Non-Commodity Cargo Clearance BICON case for further information.
